* No operator or passenger shall smoke any substance on any vehicle
at any time.

¢ Any child travelling free of charge shall not occupy a seat whilst adult
passengers are standing. When requested by an Operator, the child
will vacate any seat to allow a standing adult passenger to be seated.

¢ No animals other than a properly certified guide dog (or guide dog
under training) shall accompany any passenger on the vehicle.
